1. Carpet should be vacuumed and steam cleaned if necessary  
2. Floors should be swept and mopped 
3. Oven and counter tops should be clean and free of food and debris 
4. Drawers and cabinets should be wiped out 
5. All trash should be removed from the apartment 
6. Refrigerator should be empty, clean and turned off with the doors left open 
7. Bathroom tub; sink, toilet and fixtures should be cleaned and wiped off. 
8. Ceiling fan blades should be wiped off 
9. Window sills should be dusted and wiped free of debris
